Recruiting new members is a 
rewarding experience. But like 
any activity your council proposes, 
there has to be a starting point. It does 
take a certain amount of work to re-
cruit new members, and the more or-
ganized your council is, the better off 
your recruiting effort will be. 
   Ask yourself the following questions: “Who are your 
prospective members?” “Where would you most likely be 
able to find them?” “What aspect and benefits of the Or-
der would most interest 
prospects of one age compared to another?” Once you can 
answer these questions it will be easier to determine the 
best way to recruit future members. And the best way to 
come up with answers to these questions is to develop 
your prospect list. 
   With all eligible Catholic men over the age of eighteen 
considered prospects for membership, a prospect list will 
help you to concentrate your search, setting up your coun-
cil recruiters with a centralized list of possible members.  

Ask pastors for their parish rosters. 

Obtain a list of former members from your nancial Secre-
tary. 

Request a zip code lis ng on inac ve insurance membersand
former members in your area from the Department of Frater-
nal Services. (Note: these lis ng should be requested through
the state deputy.) 

Look for ac ve parishioners, ushers, lectors, etc. If

Put priests, deacons, religiousbrothersand seminarianson
your prospect list.

  

Once the list is developed and divide it among your re-
cruiters, you will see how it saves time and makes your 
recruiting effort successful.  
   Additionally, encourage all members at council meet-
ings to complete a Prospect Referral Card (#921) availa-
ble at no charge from the Supply 
Department. Completed cards should then be given to the 
membership director so these names can be added to the 
prospect list, and for follow-up with a council recruiter. 
Once the list is completed, divide it up and start recruit-
ing.

At our first 4th Degree Assembly meeting of the new Columbian Year, I presented the theme for the year: 
"Supporting Our Military Families." Since the 4th Degree is the Patriotic Degree, I felt it was only natural 
that we do what we can this year to support local families of those serving in the armed forces. There are 
two groups locally that immediately came to mind that could benefit from our support: the Contra Costa 
County Blue Star Moms and the San Jose Gold Star Moms.   

The Blue Star Moms is open to mothers and fathers who have or have had children serving in the United 
States Armed Forces and men and women who support our troops. It is the mission of the Blue Star Moms 
to provide support for all members of the United States Armed Forces and its veterans. They strive to honor 
our troops, our veterans and our fallen heroes in their words and in their deeds.   

The Gold Star Moms is an organization of mothers who have lost a son or daughter in the service of our 
country.    

Both organizations sponsor events that we can get involved in as an Assembly. For example, the Contra 
Costa Blue Star Moms collect items for many different kinds of "care packages," including: 

Troop care packages - Items typically include food, clothing, and games. 
K-9 care packages - Items typically include dog treats, chew toys, and grooming brushes. 
"Kuwait Project" emergency leave clothing - Troops coming out of the MidEast on emergency leave    

       travel through Kuwait and must wear civilian clothing and many don't have any civilian clothing to  
       wear.  

One of the biggest activities in which the Gold Star Moms are involved is Wreaths Across America. In 
2008 over 300 locations held wreath laying ceremonies in every state, Puerto Rico, and 24 over seas ceme-
teries. Over 100,000 wreaths were placed on veterans graves. Over 60,000 volunteers participated. The 
wreath laying is now held annually on the second Saturday of December. This year, the second Saturday is 
December 11. I hope to get a contingent from Assembly 2286 involved in a local wreath laying ceremony - 
I'll provide more information as December draws nearer.
