help you to concentrate your search, setting up your cg

cil recruiters with a centralized list of possible members.

¢ Ask pastors for their parish rosters.

¢ Obtain a list of former members from your financial Secre-
tary.

¢ Request a zip code listing on inactive insurance members a
former members in your area from the Department of Fratef
nal Services. (Note: these listing should be requested throu
the state deputy.)

¢ Look for active parishioners, ushers, lectors, etc. If
your council is centralized at a particular parish, all the
men of the parish become potential prospects.

¢ Put priests, deacons, religious brothers and seminarians on
your prospect list.

Once the list is developed and divide it among your re-
cruiters, you will see how it saves time and makes your
recruiting effort successful.

Additionally, encourage all members at council meet-
ings to complete a Prospect Referral Card (#921) avail
ble at no charge from the Supply
Department. Completed cards should then be given to
membership director so these names can be added to
prospect list, and for followp with a council recruiter.
Once the list is completed, divide it up and start recruit-

ing.
